SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

In this passage we see the Apostle Paul comparing the different levels of the quality of work we do for the Lord and how each will receive his/her reward accordingly. Nothing that we do for the Lord is forgotten. It’s all being recorded in heaven and God will give each person according to the labor.

What are we building our lives on?
1. 	Building on True Foundation: Paul says that on the Day of Judgment our works will be revealed with its qualities. Every kind act we do and show to others we will be rewarded for. God will test the quality of our service by having it go through the fire to see if it is made from gold, silver, or wood. In a spiritual sense, our service to others will be determined based on how we invest into someone’s life to be a blessing to them.
2.    Being just saved isn’t satisfying: Paul says that some who build on wood and not gold will suffer loss but their soul will be saved. This speaks for Christians who are concerned only about their own salvation but have no fruitful life. They don’t share Christ with others. They don’t reach out to those who are lost and hurting. I do not think any of us what to stand before the presence of God with empty hands.
