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SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

We can never underestimate the power of the word of God. God made the universe by the word he spoke. Jesus healed many by the power of words He uttered from His mouth. Jesus wants His word to make us fruitful Christians. 
Here are some points of what God’s Word can do in our lives: 
1. “If you remain in me and I in you..” Jesus told His disciples that if they remained in Him, they would bear much fruit. What kind of fruit was Jesus talking about? Winning souls to Him? Reaching those who are hurting? Comforting them? Speaking words of love to others? I would think it’s all of the above. We need to live productive, impactful, effective, and fruitful lives. 
2. “If my words remain in you..” First Jesus says remain in me, which we can do through prayer and other means.
