Here are some points in doing our work faithfully: 
1. Helping the people of God. The scripture encourages us to labor for our church family. The body of Christ needs one another to build and support the church on a strong foundation. A lot of times we don’t invest enough time with our church family. There are those who are hurting and need our help. We must pay attention more closely to the need of the church. 
2. Do not be lazy. The scripture says this for a reason. God does not want his children to be lazy. He wants us to be fervent in our service to Him. If you are lacking that passion to serve, ask the Lord to rekindle that fire in you and ask Him how you can serve Him with your talents, skills, and gifts that God has given you.
