SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

After serving them breakfast, Jesus turned to Peter to have a one-on-one conversation with Him. Peter had disowned Jesus three times before His crucifixion and it was probably still bothering Him even now, after Jesus had been resurrected. Jesus initiates the conversation and allows Peter to make a confession and commitment from now on to make a promise to love His Savior without allowing anything to interrupt His relationship with Him. 

Here are some points about the renewal of Peter’s covenant with Jesus: 
1.  “Do you love me more than these?” This is the question Jesus posed for Peter to think about and respond. How would we respond? What did Jesus mean, if we love Him more than these? What does this mean? Is it our own lives, family, wealth, fame, or something else? Maybe He meant all of the above? The bottom line is that Jesus has to come first in our lives above all people and above all things. 

2. 	“Take care of and feed my sheep.”  Peter did respond saying that He loved Jesus. To His surprise (and ours), Jesus said, if you love me then you will “take care and feed my sheep.” You and I are the sheep, and we are called to take care of one another and feed one another spiritually and whatever needs we may have. This is what proves our genuine love for Jesus. When He sees that we truly are devoted to one another in love, then we fulfill the two greatest commandments which are: ‘Love the Lord our God with all of our heart, and to love our neighbor as ourselves.’
