SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

	Paul wrote to the church of Corinth who were living among many pagan idols, encouraging them to stand firm and continue to do the work of the Lord, in the midst of the corrupt environment they were living in. The same is true for us today; we also are called to remain steadfast in the Lord. 	

Here are some points about being fully devoted for the work of the Lord:

1. “Let nothing move you.” There are many things in life that can shake us from our stance in life; illness, death of a loved one, loss of a job, etc. We don’t know what we will face next, but as Christians, we are called to live without fear, having full trust in the Lord. And while things may not go right, we are not to be swayed away from continuing to serve the Lord fully and be devoted and submissive under His will in our lives. 
2. “You know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain.” The God we serve is a faithful God and He promises to bless and reward those who serve Him wholeheartedly and faithfully. Although the reward should not be the motivating factor in serving the Lord, the promise remains true that God blesses all those who serve in love and share the gospel of Jesus Christ,  because they care deeply about  the souls of those who do not know Christ.
