SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

The disciples had become so accustomed to being with Jesus that it took a long conversation with them to assure them that after His departure, He would still be with them, through the Holy Spirit. They were saddened to see their Lord depart, but had hoped that He would continue to be with them, in Spirit. 

Here are some points about Jesus’ promises to us:

1. “You will grieve, but your grief will turn to joy.” The disciples grieved for the departure of Jesus, but after the resurrection of Jesus, that joy became a reality again, when He appeared to them for forty days, to assure them that He is alive and kept His promise that He will never leave them. 
2. “A woman giving birth to a child has pain, because her time has come; but when her baby is born, she forgets the anguish, because of her joy that child is born into the world.” As Christians, sometimes we go through trials, persecution, pain, and suffering, but Jesus assures us that all of this is temporary, because He is always there to wipe out our tears, heal us, and strengthen us, so that we can keep going until we meet Him one day, with a glorified body that will never again experiencer pain, but only joy in His presence.
