SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

The night before His arrest, Jesus prayed for Himself, His disciples, and for all those who will believe in Him in the future; that includes us. The main emphasis of His prayer was unity and oneness. However, the deepest desire of His heart was for us to be able to see and live in His full glory. 

Here are some points about the prayer of Jesus: 
1. “Father, I want those you have given me to be with me where I am and to see my glory.” When you know someone you love deeply, you want them to be with you because you love their company. In the same way, Jesus asked the Father to have us in His presence and see the full glory and beauty of Jesus. This shows the extent of the love of Jesus for us. 
2 “I have made you known to them in order that the love you have for me may be in them and that I myself may be in them.” God truly wants to make Himself known to us. He does not want to be a mysterious God; instead, He reveals Himself to us, so that we may know Him on a personal basis. He is a near God, not a distant God. Jesus also prayed that His love would dwell in us, which is the supreme importance of all things.
